The Terrible Two (Book 1 in series) by, Mac Barnett:When master prankster Miles Murphy moves to
sleepy Yawnee Valley, he challenges the local mystery prankster in an epic battle of tricks, but soon the
two join forces to pull off the biggest prank ever seen.

Tales of a Fourth Grade Nothing ( Book 1 in series) by, Judy Blume: Living with his little brother,
Fudge, makes Peter Hatcher feel like a fourth grade nothing.
